Much Of Her Early Adult
Life Was Spent Exploring Artists Colonies In New York And Taos, New Mexico Where
She Studied And Developed Her Skills As A Sculptor, Linoleum And Wood Block Printer,
And Painter. She Arrived On San Juan Island In The Early 1970S Continuing Her Work
